What FIT Does for You 
  

Your local economy benefits from the strength of well-paid employees.  FIT graduating clients 

are paid substantially more than when they entered the program.  As a result they are more able to support 

their families as well as the community.  They move from reliance on food stamps to patronizing the local 

café.  As a direct result of the FIT program, demands on public services decrease, the tax base of the region 

increases, and FIT clients gain disposable income that contributes to the local economy.  

  

Your local workforce gains skilled workers able to fill a diversity of jobs.  FIT helps develop 

and diversify the workforce by providing training to residents to qualify for positions in all areas of industry. 

Both directly and in collaboration with 120 local partners, FIT provides, facilitates, and pays for job 

readiness, vocational training, tuition, workplace requirements such as uniforms and testing fees, and much 

more.  FIT clients find jobs as truck drivers, paramedics, A+ computer repair technicians, legal assistants, 

chefs, dog groomers, and much, much more.   

  

Your community becomes more stable and secure. FIT graduates transition from living in subsidized 

housing to becoming renters and eventually local homeowners. As they move from being dependent on 

public assistance to becoming productive members of the working community, they are not just able to 

support their family; they gain dignity, self-respect and confidence through increased independence and self-

sufficiency.

 The children of FIT clients learn from parents who are now able to provide 

for basic needs, stable housing, and a less stressful home environment.  These 

factors decrease high school drop-out rates, as well as rates of violence and 

delinquency.
